Motivation Theories
In your textbook, you will find information on these 5 motivation theories.  

1.  Maslow Hierarchy of Needs
2.  Theory X, Theory Y

3.  McClellend Theory of Needs 

4.  Vroom Expectancy Theory

5.  Alderfer ERG Theory

For this assignment, the class will be divided into five groups, and each group will examine the theory that coincides with the group's number.  Group 1 will take Maslow; group 2, Theory X, etc.  
Your assignment is to "present" this theory to the class.  You will have 3-5 minutes to make a group presentation about this theory.  The purpose of your presentation is to "teach" the basics of the theory to the class in the allotted time.  You won't have time to do a lot of analysis or a detailed examination.  I would like you to do whatever you would like to do to get your fellow classmates to understand and internalize the concepts of the theory.  

To do this, your group should work together conceive a creative presentation.  In order to be successful, YOU must understand the theory.   Once you understand it, I would like your group to think of ways in which you can communicate this to your classmates.  This can be through a presentation, a skit, an object lesson, or any other means you feel is appropriate—and also appropriate to the standards of the University of Utah.  

During class, you will be (arbitrarily) divided into groups.  You will then be given time to come up with ideas, and prepare for your presentation.  It is possible that you may need more time to prepare than allotted in class, so make sure you exchange contact information with your fellow group members.  The presentations will be made at the beginning of the next class.
