Mock Negotiation
Legacy Highway
In 1996, a proposal was made by then Governor Michael Leavitt to build a freeway from Brigham City in the North, down the western side of the Wasatch Front to Nephi.  Since the time the freeway was proposed, there has been a continual state of bickering between proponents and opponents of the highway.  A description of the project can be found at:

and there are ample other sites that describe the difficulties this highway has faced.

For this exercise, we are going to transport ourselves back to 1996, and negotiate the agreement for the Legacy Highway the RIGHT way, using integrative bargaining techniques.  Here is how this will work:

If you received a WHITE sheet, you are a PROPONENT of building the legacy highway.

If you received a BLUE sheet, you are an OPPONENT of building the highway.

For this exercise, we will concern ourselves primarily with the Legacy Parkway, the stretch of the Legacy Highway that runs through the heavily populated areas of Davis and Salt Lake Counties.  However, you are welcome to bargain other parts of the highway as well, from Brigham City to Nephi.  If you negotiate route variations, please be prepared to discuss them in terms of compass direction from well known landmarks, such as cities, streets or areas.  For example, you could say that the highway should run west of Bangerter Highway, to the Point of the Mountain, and west of Utah Lake, to the west of Goshen, and intersecting I-15 at Nephi.   Other important areas include the Great Salt Lake Wetlands and the Davis County Corridor between the Wasatch Mountains and the Great Salt Lake.
You will have approximately ½ hour, to 45 minutes to complete your negotiation, and the remainder of the time to complete the Integrative bargaining score sheet (attached).  You should give short answers to the questions, which can be hand written directly on the form, and submitted at the end of class.  

To be successful in your negotiation, you must PREPARE.  Please study the Legacy Highway, and come to class prepared to negotiate an agreement.
