Study Guide for the Quiz

The quiz will consist of 10 questions.  Nine of the questions will be short answer questions.  You will be given a short statement and will be expected to write four or five sentences on the question.

The way to get full credit (10 points) on these short answer questions is to make sure your answer reflects the material from this class.  I know that many of you have had substantial experience in Human Resources.  In addition, as people who have held jobs, you have gained much experience in the workplace.  This has given you opinions about many of the issues that we have discussed in this class.   

This is certainly a good thing; because it helps you internalized the material presented.  However, as a university instructor,  I am not in a position to grade your life experience, nor should I do this.  My job is to grade your learning in this class.  While it is good to illustrate material from the class with personal experiences, it is important that you show me specifically what you have learned in this class.  

What this means is that you can't just rely on your intuition to answer the questions.  Each question will refer back to something we studied in this class.  I would like your answer to reflect this.  An "A" answer will be one that (1) demonstrates that you studied the class material, and (2) shows that you understand the application of the material in the "real world."

Also, on this quiz, there will be one essay question.  Your response to this question can be as long or as sort as you choose.  The best answers will be those that integrate the material from this class in a meaningful way.  That is, if you are asked to resolve a problem, your answer should show that you are using the concepts from the first 7 weeks of class to do this.  A well formulated and conceptualized response to the essay question need not be long.
The quiz will cover the first SEVEN CHAPTERS of your textbook, as well as the classroom discussions, cases, and group activities in the classroom to date.  You should definitely have read the general sections of the material from each chapter.  There are three readings in each chapter.  After having discussed this with several of you, I have decided that I will NOT take specific questions from the readings in each chapter.  Nevertheless, these readings provide excellent background to enable you to understand the material from the text, and I encourage you to heavily scan these readings.  You should know what they are about, even if you don't read them in detail.  The exception to this will be Reading 1.2 from Chapter 1, which was part of an assignment.
Although anything is fair game, I will draw questions primarily from the following areas we have studied   Lecture notes and other supporting material is available on this website.
