Unit 2 Assignment
Prepare a Credo

A credo is a formal statement of values for an individual or a company.  I would like you to prepare a Credo for a company.  This can be an actual company (one for which you currently work for example), or for a fictitious company.  If the company is not real, you can create any kind of company you like.  It can be a small, family owned business, or a large multinational.  If using a fictitious company, please keep in within the realm of possibility. That is, the assumptions you make about the company should be realistic.  If you create a company, I’d suggest you keep the company small (fewer variables to consider), and that it be something with which you have experience.

Your credo need not be, nor should it be long.  One to two double spaced pages should be sufficient.  A credo is a statement of values.  That is, it should be the driving force behind the company’s strategy.  It could embody what the company is trying to accomplish, and the methods that the company considers important to attain its goals.  

A credo should act as an ethical compass for the company.  It should state the standards by which the company lives, its primary purposes and indicate if there are appropriate or inappropriate ways for the company to reach its goals.  

Credo’s come in various forms. In the syllabus, there is a link to the Credo of Johnson & Johnson.  This is an excellent example of how a credo can look, but this is certainly not the only model.  You can be as creative as you would like.

This paper is NOT part of the writing initiative.  It is practice for later papers.  The paper should be written as if it were to be directed to employees, stockholders, and the general public.  It should have complete sentences, and proper grammar and syntax.  It should be well organized, and succinct.   You may use bullets or numbers paragraphs, but please don’t be so sparse with words that I don’t know what your bullets mean.
