Study Guide for the Quiz



The Quiz consists of three parts:

1.  Multiple guess.  You pick the right answer from the four choices.  There is only one answer per question.  Pick the best one.  Again, these are taken primarily from your textbook, and will cover chapters 1-5 and chapter 9.  You know how to take this kind of test.  These questions are taken from a bank of questions provided by the author of your text.  I like to use these because they reflect the results that thousands of other students have when taking this class.  This allows you to benchmark against others who are not in this class, and not at this university.  

2.  Short answer:  Write three or four sentences in response to the questions.  You can write more, but the questions are designed to be answered in three or four sentences, so if you are getting much longer than this, you probably are wasting your time, or you don't know the answer.  Please remember to have your answers reflect the class material, and not your intuition.  Remember that I grade what you have learned IN THIS CLASS.  Also, an "A" answer is more than just identifying the issue.  Show me you understand what it means.

3.  An essay:  I don't care how long you make this--or how short for that matter--as long as you cover the question.  It is more important that I see that you have thought about the question than that you write a lot. 

To be successful on this quiz, you need to study both the textbook and your class notes  The questions come from both sources.  Most of part one comes from the text.  Most of part two comes from the discussion.  Part three, the essay, comes from both, and should synthesize your thinking from all sources.  .

This quiz is closed book and closed notes.  This may sound silly for an upper division university class, but PLEASE put your name on it.  

Also, please remember that I am testing your knowledge of the class material, and not your personal beliefs.  If you disagree with the text or the discussion, that is dandy, but you had better tell me what the research says before you disagree.  If you only tell me what you think or believe to be true, I will assume you have not read the course material.  I'm not trying to change your beliefs, but I am trying to test your knowledge of the material presented in this class.  This is what your answers should reflect, even if it is not what you believe.  
Use of computers:  This will not be allowed.  

The Quiz should take about 1 hour, and afterwards, we can discuss the questions, if you would like.  I will give you a Key to the Quiz as you leave class.
